NHIS Accreditation Exercises. 
 
The CHAG Secretariat will run  workshops on use of the NHIS accreditation tools in the week starting 
12th   and ending 18th  of July 2009 for the under listed categories of management staff of all member 
institutions.

Member institutions have been divided into zones and the workshops for the various zones will take place 
tentatively at Koforidua, Kumasi, Techiman, Tamale, and Ho concurrently according to the attached 
table. 
  
This exercise is being undertaken as part of the efforts of CHAG to ensure that her members are able to 
undertake  self assessment of their facilities and use the results for decisions that will enable them 
undertake such self correcting measures and activities to enhance the institutions’ chances of passing and 
obtaining better grading levels in the nationwide NHIS accreditation exercise by the National Health 
Insurance Accreditation Board that is due to start this July. 
 
We are of the opinion that it is important for all our member intuitions to avail themselves for this 
opportunity. 
 
Feeding and accommodation for participants will be borne by the CHAG Secretariat and Institutions are 
required to bear the cost of their participants’ transport to and from the venues. Institutions that will come 
with drivers are required to make financial provisions to support their boarding and lodging. 
 
By copy of this letter all National Health Coordinators are entreated to inform and release these categories 
of staff from their institutions for this exercise. 
 
 



Meanwhile, all member institutions are advised to do the following: 
 

1. Pick up NHIS accreditation forms from the NHIS district/regional offices but wait and 
complete them after the workshop. 
 

2. Renew or initiate the process for renewal of their facility’s registration with the Private 
Hospitals and Maternity Homes Board. 
 

3. Ensure that their membership status with CHAG is good. 
 
All these items are very critical under the accreditation process. 
 
In addition, facilities are required to bring along with them the following information: 
 

1. HR data as requested by the Ministry of Health: i.e. 
 

a. Nominal roll – 2008, 2009 
b. Payroll - 2009 
c. Most recent pay voucher both government and local. 
d. Transfers, resignation, vacated posts, further studies (with pay/without pay). for both 

mechanized and non-mechanized staff. 
 

2. Minimum service data for January to December 2008 and January to June 2009 as per format 
attached (this is for facilities that have not submitted this data to CHAG yet).
